Scientists estimate that crews may be
required to operate with limited external assistance for long durations, sometimes lasting around two
years per mission cycle.

Despite technological planning, challenges remain formidable. Mars has low gravity, which could
weaken human bones and muscles over time. High radiation exposure increases health risks, including
cancer. Transporting equipment and people across vast interplanetary distances is expensive and risky,
with limited opportunities for rescue. Moreover, ethical questions arise regarding planetary
contamination and the long-term sustainability of such colonies.
