France’s Pierre Agostini, Hungarian-Austrian Ferenc Krausz
and French-Swedish Anne L’Huillier won the Nobel Prize in
physics.

Key facts

e The prize awarded for the research, using ultra-quick
light flashes that enable the study of electrons inside
atoms and molecules.

e Their technique employs pulses measured in
attoseconds

e The research has made it possible to examine moves
or changes so rapid that they were previously
impossible to follow

e potential applications in both electronics and
medical diagnostics.

International Criminal Court (ICC)

e |tis the only permanent international criminal
tribunal.

e |t was created by the 1998 Rome Statute of the
International Criminal Court

e |t started functioning on 1 July 2002 when the Statute
came into force.
Its HQ is in Hague, Netherlands.
India is not the member
It investigates and tries individuals charged with the
gravest crimes of concern to the international
community: genocide, war crimes, crimes against
humanity, and the crime of aggression.

Manufacturing Purchasing Managers’

Index (PMI)

Context
India’s manufacturing activity eased to a five-month low in
September

Purchasing Managers’ Index (PMIl)

e |[tis an economic indicator, which is derived after
monthly surveys of different companies.
It measures activity at the purchasing or input stage.
It is very different from industrial production which is
indicative of actual production.
E.g., the Index of Industrial Production (l1IP) measures
output.

e There are two types of PMI — Manufacturing PMI and
Services PMI.

e The index shows trends in both the manufacturing and
services sector.

e PMI does not capture informal sector activity.
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
