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Air Pollution

e Pollution of the air by toxic gases, dust, and smoke has a significant impact on plants, animals, and
humans.

e In the atmosphere, there is a specific percentage of gasses. A change in the composition of these
gasses, whether positive or negative, is detrimental to survival.

e As a result of this imbalance in the gaseous composition, the earth's temperature has risen, causing
global warming.
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Water Pollution

e Water pollution is the release of pollutants into underground groundwater or into lakes, streams,
rivers, estuaries, and seas to the extent that the contaminants interfere with the productive use of the
water or with the natural functioning of ecosystems.

e Water pollution can also involve the discharge of energy, such as radiation or heat, into bodies of
water, in addition to the release of things such as chemicals, debris, or germs.

e Water is eventually contaminated by all types of pollution. Either point sources or non-point
sources contribute to water pollution.
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Soil Pollution

e Soil pollution is defined as the "adding of substances to the soil that has a negative impact on the
physical, chemical, and biological aspects of the soil and lowers its productivity."

e It's abuild-up of poisonous compounds, chemicals, salts, radioactive materials, or disease-causing agents
in the soil that harm plant development and human and animal health.

e Soil naturally contains a few harmful chemicals. The amounts of contaminants found naturally in soil are
not high enough to constitute a risk.
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Noise Pollution
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e Any undesired or irritating sound that impacts the health and well-being of humans and other organisms
is referred to as noise pollution.

e Noise pollution is an unseen threat. It cannot be seen, although it is present both on land and beneath
the water.

o Decibels are a unit of measurement for sound. There are a variety of sounds in the environment, ranging
from rustling leaves (20 to 30 decibels) to thunderclaps (120 dB) to a siren's cry (120 to 140 decibels).
