e Mahendra Lal Sircar was the first Indian who became a
homeopathic physician.
e The Calcutta Homeopathic Medical College, the first
homeopathic medical college was established in 1881.

13L first-time young voters in Maharashtra

Context:

e As many as 12.87 lakh young first-time electors in the
state will vote in the Lok Sabha election.

e Of these, 7.59 lakh are male as against 5.27 lakh female
voters.

e Maharashtra’s voter registration numbers in this group
are up from the previous election, but still less when
compared to the other states.

e Their overall registration in the state is less than 30% of
the total 9.24 crore voters.

e The projected population in this demographic is a little
under 4.9 crore which means barely 38% first-time
voters are on the rolls.

e Young and middle-aged voters collectively constitute over
50% of the voters’ list.

e The Indian Council for Cultural Relations (ICCR)
celebrates its foundation day on April 9th.

e |t was established in 1950 by Maulana Abdul Kalam
Azad

e He was India's first Education Minister.

About:

e The day marks the beginning of India's cultural
diplomacy efforts, promoting mutual understanding and
cultural exchange between India and other countries.

e |t marks the establishment of India's soft power
diplomacy, which has been a key component of the
country's foreign policy

e The ICCR Headquarter is situated at Azad Bhavan, I.P.
Estate, New Delhi.

e Its regional offices are in Bangalore, Chandigarh,
Chennai, Cuttack, Goa, Guwahati, Hyderabad, Jaipur,
Kolkata, Lucknow, Mumbai, Patna, Pune, Shillong,
Thiruvananthapuram & Varanasi.

Maharashtra aims to export 5,000 tonnes
of mangoes to US, Europe

e The Maharashtra State Agricultural Marketing Board
(MSAMB) aims to export 5,000 tonnes of mangoes this
season.

e This is a significant increase from the previous season,
which saw lower exports.

e The mangoes will be processed and exported from
MSAMB facilities.

e The target markets are developed countries like the US
and Europe, where there is a high demand for Indian
mangoes, particularly Alphonso and Kesar varieties.

e This focus on developed markets is due to the expectation
of better returns for farmers.
