(exist).

4. Empyrean (adjective)

Meaning; of the sky or the heavens

e Synonyms: Paradise
e Antonyms: hell
e Sentence Example: Ascended into the empyrean after a life filled with good deeds.

5. Hinge (noun)

6. Venture (verb)
Meaning; To undertake a risky or daring journey.

e Synonyms: gamble, dare
e Antonyms: hide, avoid
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e Sentence Example: Their latest business venture failed big-time.
e Verb (Definition): Verbs are words that show an action (sing), occurrence (develop), or state of being
(exist).

7. Concise (adjective)
Meaning; brief, yet including all important information
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e Synonyms: brief, summary

e Antonyms: description, expansion

o Sentence Example: A concise article on violence in the media that manages to say more than most books
on the subject.

o Adjective (Definition): Adjectives describe or modify—that is, they limit or restrict the meaning of—
nouns and pronouns. They may name qualities of all kinds: huge, red, angry, tremendous, unique, rare,
etc.

8. Persuade (verb)
Meaning; To successfully convince

e Synonyms: influence, convince
e Antonyms: restrain, deter
e Sentence Example: She persuaded her friend to go back to school.
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e Verb (Definition): Verbs are words that show an action (sing), occurrence (develop), or state of being

(exist).

9. Peter (verb)
Meaning; To dwindle

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e Synonyms: decline, lessen

e Antonyms: increase, enhance
o Sentence Example: This river typically peters out as its water is diverted for irrigation.

12. Intrigue (verb)
Meaning; A complicated or clandestine plot

e Synonyms: conspire

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e Sentence Example: The film has intrigue storyline.

(exist).

13. Elide (verb)
Meaning; To cut off

e Synonyms: separate

e Antonyms: join

o Sentence Example: The product presentation was not elided — it's always only 15 minutes long.

14. Forgo (verb)
Meaning; To do without, to abandon, to renounce

e Synonyms: Renounce

e Sentence Example: She is planning to forge her right to a trial and simply plead guilty.

(exist).

15. Abate (verb)
Meaning; To curtail
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e Synonyms: decline, lessen

e Antonyms: advance, intensify

o Sentence Example: At about six, as the heat abated, people began to crowd the streets and marketplaces,
and to fill the cafes.

e Verb (Definition): Verbs are words that show an action (sing), occurrence (develop), or state of being
(exist).

16. Vandalize (noun)
Meaning; To needlessly destroy or deface public property;

e Synonyms: destroy, annihilate

e Antonyms: protect, build

e Sentence Example: Our car was vandalized in the parking lot.

A
noun is a word that refers to a thing (book), a person (Noah Webster), an animal (cat), a place (Omaha), a
quality (softness), an idea (justice), or an action (yodeling).

19. Attune (verb)
Meaning; to bring into harmony or accord.
