It started in France in 1985 and has been implemented in Europe since 1987,
and in areas outside Europe since 2001, when South Africa joined. Japan and South Korea are the only
countries in South and southeastern Asia to have Blue Flag beaches. Spain tops the list with 566 such
beaches; Greece and France follow with 515 and 395, respectively.

There are nearly 33 criteria that must be met to qualify for a Blue Flag certification, such as the water
meeting certain standards such as waste disposal facilities, disabled-friendly facilities, first aid equipment
and no access to pets in the main areas of the beach. Some criteria are voluntary and some compulsory.

India is set to apply for certification for two beaches, at Shivrajpur and Ghoghla, by July-end. About 320
crore have been spent on each-and the FEE jury will decide by October if these beaches meet the mark, an
official in the Ministry told The Hindu.
