Communication is an act by which a person shares the knowledge, feelings, ideas,
information, etc. in ways such that each gains a common understanding of the meaning,
intent and use of the message. Communication is a process of social interaction, where
two or more individuals interact. It involves an exchange of information, knowledge,
ideas or feeling taking place between two individuals. The communication process has
four components, sender or source, message or signal, medium and receiver.
Non-verbal communication is an area of study which includes all essentially non-
linguistic phenomenon which influences the process of human interaction. Education
depends upon communication, some predominant media in formal education are
lectures, books and films, but they are usually one way transmission of information.
On the other hand, media which include conversation, group discussions and tutorials
are seen as facilitative and true forms of communication.
