While American folklorists began to develop an interest in the study of folklore in
its context, some European folklorists began to deal with what might be folklore called
out of context, folklore which has been altered and even invented for specific purposes.
Hans Moser introduced Folklorismus (Chenceforth folklorism) in 1962 as an over arching
term for such phenomena and it is with his stimulating essays that the debate about
folklorism began.
