There are two ways in which *nonasserters’ manage a
conflict. Sometimes they ignore their needs. Faced with a
constantly barking dog, for instance, a nonassertive person
would try to forget the barking by closing the windows
and trying to concentrate even harder. Another form of
denial would be to claim that no problem exists—that a little
barking never bothered anyone. To the degree that it’s
possible to make problems disappear by ignoring them,
such an approach is probably advisable. In many cases,
however, it simply isn’t realistic to claim that nothing is
wrong.
