The sun is the most abundant source of energy in the solar 
system. Every day, 173,000 tera-watts' of energy-100,000 
times more energy than humans use-strike the earth in the 
form of sunlight. Sunlight consists of visible light; ultra violet 
light, which is responsible for the production of Vitamin D in 
our skin; and infrared radiation, which heats the air, water, 
and ground, and constitutes nearly 50 percent of the total 
solar radiation reaching the earth. Without the sun, life on 
Earth would not exist. One would think that all that free, 
available energy would have been harnessed long ago, but 
only in recent decades have people taken a serious interest 
in the sun as a source of alternative renewable energy. 

So far, the world has relied on wood, oil, coal, and natural gas 
to produce energy for heating, lighting, transportation, and 
manufacturing. Since the 1950s, the world consumption has 
been increasing relentlessly. In the year 2000, 80 percent of 
commercial energy was generated from the combustion of 
fossil fuels, and every day, 50 million barrels of oil are refined 
and converted to gasoline and other fuels. In addition to the 
rapid depletion of fossil fuels, the consequences of high 
consumption rates are pollution and global warming.  

Increasing concentrations of carbon dioxide (CO2) in the 
atmosphere have been causing global temperatures to rise, 
with the greatest increase occurring in the last decade. In the 
1990s, global CO2 emissions rose by 1.3 percent per year. 
Between 2000 and 2006, annual CO2 emissions increased to 
3.3 percent, and since then they have been accelerating. To 
meet the 50-60 percent increase in energy demand by 2030, 
as predicted by the International Energy Agency, and to 
prevent the disastrous effects of global warming, people 
have been looking to the sun. The most practical form of 
solar energy is passive solar energy, which occurs when 
natural light floods in through windows or is absorbed by 
stone or concrete walls. In 1956, the world's first 
commercial solar building was constructed in Albuquerque, 
New Mexico, by engineers Frank Bridgers and Don Paxton. 
Considered ahead of its time, architect Francis Stanley: 
design provided for large sloping south-facing windows to 
capture infrared radiation, following the same principles 
used by the ancient Romans to heat their bathhouses. 
Passive solar energy is now being incorporated into 
environmentally friendly building designs, which include 
double- or triple-glazed windows and insulated walls and 
ceilings to trap heat, Trombe walls painted black to 
maximize the absorption of infrared radiation, and mirrors 
or fiber optics to enhance natural lighting.

The IT extends 17 km along the seacoast where number of 
tracking instruments have been deployed along the flight 
path of the test vehicles. Some of the significant test facilities 
at the ITR are a mobile and fixed electro-optical tracking 
system, mobile S-band tracking radar, fixed C-band tracking 
radar, fixed and mobile telemetry system, range computer, 
photo processing system, meteorological system and range 
safety systems. An expert system has been developed or 
aiding safety decisions during launch. The IT is slowly but 
surely growing into a world-class range. It was a hot and 
humid midnight sometime in July 1995. We were going 
through the results of the fourth consecutive successful 
flight of Prithvi. People's faces were lit up with success. 
There was a mood of celebration. More than thirty of us, 
representing 1,200 hard-working team members, were 
pondering over the question - what next ? Lt. Gen. Ramesh 
Khosla, Director General Artillery, suggested that the Army 
needed a flight test on a land range with the accuracy of 
impact at the final destination within 150 meters. This is 
called Circular Error Probability (CEP) in technical terms. 

We started test-firing our missiles from the Sriharikota 
Range of ISRO but needed our own missile test range. The 
Interim Test Range (ITR) was established in 1989 as a 
dedicated range for launching missiles, rockets and flight 
test vehicles. A number of missiles of different class 
including the multi-role Trishul, multi-target capable Akash, 
the anti-tank Nag missile, the surface-to-surface missile 
Prithvi, and the long-range technology demonstrator Agni 
have been test-fired from the ITR. BrahMos, the Indo-
Russian joint venture set up to develop supersonic cruise 

missiles, has also been tested at this range. The IT has also 
supported a number of other missions such as testing of the 
multi-barrel rocket launcher Pinaka and the pilotless aircraft 
Lakshya.
