This is not mentioned in the passage. The text focuses on transaction fees and market dominance,
not geographical distribution.

(d) Regulatory authorities fail to notice the dominance of platforms like Alipay and WeChat
Pay.

While the passage suggests a need for oversight, it does not claim regulators are unaware; rather, it
warns about unchecked dominance in the future.

(e) Consumers benefit more than merchants due to government subsidies on transactions.
The passage does not mention government subsidies. Instead, it shows that consumers unknowingly
bear hidden costs in higher prices, which means they don’t actually benefit.

Correct. The passage explicitly mentions that rising inflation, slowing exports, and unpredictable
growth make these charges harder to digest. Thus, the already weak economic climate worsens the
effects of hidden fees.

(d) It incentivizes payment firms to reduce fees.

Incorrect. The passage makes no mention of firms reducing fees; instead, it shows they continue
exploiting merchants.

(e) It drives consumers away from digital platforms.

Incorrect. Consumers remain largely unaware of the issue because costs are hidden in final prices.
There is no indication that they are abandoning digital payments.
