The field is caught in a dialectical tension between its foundational ethic of
empowerment and the pragmatic exigencies of large-scale, often top-down, humanitarian
response. In the immediate post-impact phase, the social worker role is frequently
subsumed by a bio-political imperative - the management of life itself through the
distribution of shelter, food, and medical aid. This "triage social work", while necessary.
risks reducing human beings to homogenous units of need, thereby inadvertently
perpetuating the very disempowerment the disaster inflicted.

As the crisis stabilizes mto a chronic state of displacement and recovery, a more
complex set of challenges emerges. Social workers navigate the liminal space between the
state's apparatus of control, which seeks to re-establish order and legibility, and the
community's fractured, often traumatic, lived experience. Here, the practitioner becomes a
mediator of what can be termed "procedural justice" - not merely the distribution of
material resources, but access to the bureaucratic processes that determine eligibility for aid,
property rights, and legal status. This role 1s fraught with ethical ambiguity. Is the social
worker an advocate, helping clients navigate an opaque system, or a gatekeeper, enforcing
its often-arbitrary logics?

Furthermore, the concept of "building back better" (BBB), a corerstone of modern
disaster rhetoric, 1s itself a site of contention. BBB 1s not a neutral technical goal but a
political and normative project that imposes a specific vision of resilience, often aligned
with neoliberal agendas of infrastructure modernization and economic formalization. Social
workers engaging with BBB mitiatives may find themselves complicit m processes of
"disaster capitalism," where reconstruction serves to dispossess traditional communities of
land or erode local, informal economies in favor of corporate-led development. The critical
social worker must therefore engage in a form of "hermeneutic suspicion," constantly
interrogating whose version of "better” is being advanced and whose interests are ultimately
being served. The ultimate challenge lies in transcending the reactive model and fostering a
transformative praxis that addresses the root socio-economic vulnerabilities which

predispose communities to catastrophe in the first place.
