It is no longer enough for us to talk about
providing for universal access to education.
Making available schooling facilities is an
essential prerequisite, but is insufficient to
ensure that all children attend school and
participate in the learning process. The school
may be there, but children may not attend or
they may drop out after a few months. Through
school and social mapping, we must address
the entire gamut of social, economic, cultural
and indeed linguistic and pedagogic issues,
factors that prevent children from weaker
sections and disadvantaged groups, as also
girls, from regularly attending and
complementing elementary education.
