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“In the villages itself no form of credit organization will be suitable except the cooperative
society.” —Al India Rural Credit Survey.
Discuss this statement in the background of agricultural finance in India. What constraints
and challenges do financial institutions supplying agricultural finance face? How can
technology be used to better reach and serve rural clients?
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The Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettiement Act, 2013 has come into effect from 1st January, 2014. What are the key issues
which would get addressed with the Act in place? What implications would it have on
industrialization and agriculture in India?

What are the available mechanisms for
monitoring and control? Critically discuss the various issues involved.
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In a globalized world, Inteliectual Properly Rights assume significance and are a source of
litigation. Broadly distinguish between the terms—Copyrights, Patents and Trade Secrets.
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Should the pursuit of carbon-credits and clean development imechahisms set up under

credit? Discuss with respect to India’s energy needs for economic growth.

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International civil aviation laws provide all countries complete and exclusive sovereignty over
the airspace above their territory. What de you understand by ‘airspace’? What are the
implications of these laws on the space above this airspace? Discuss the challenges which
this poses and suggest ways to contain the threat.
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How does illegal transborder migration pose a threat to India’s security? Discuss the
strategies to curb this, bringing out the factors which give impetus to such migration.
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In 2012, the longitudinal marking for high-risk areas for piracy was moved from 65 degrees
cast to 78 degrees east in the Arabian Sea by the International Maritime Organization.. What
impact does this have on India’s maritime security concerns?
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China and Pakistan have entered intc an agreement for development of an economic
corridor. What threat does this pose for India’s security? Critically examine.
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
