Rules of conversion (Indirect — Direct):

- Tense reversal: Past perfect — Simple past (had not had — did not have).

- Change of pronouns: According to the speaker and listener (he — ).

- Time/place words: Indirect the day before — Direct yesterday; the next day — tomorrow, etc.

- Word order & punctuation: Use quoted sentence with standard capitalization and comma before opening quotes.
- Why others are incorrect:

- (b) Keeps the day before—a reporter's time marker not used by the original speaker in direct speech.

- (d) Uses present perfect with the day before—tense and deictic expression clash.

- precipitate (adjective): hasty, rash (Hindi: 3dTddl, SeadlV). (Also a valid sense, though not listed among the options.)
- (d) “A steep or abrupt slope or cliff” is precipice (Hindi: @?ﬁ@:{/@@[ @A), not precipitate.

- are believed (present simple passive of believe for plural subject) + to have been being coordinated (perfect continuous passive) + by the chief scientist + time adjunct.
- Hence: “Cross-lab efforts are believed to have been being coordinated by the chief scientist since the early stages of the project.”
- This preserves (I) belief/reporting stance, (Il) continuity ( been being coordinated), and (IIl) the time frame (“since...”).
- Structure:
- Active (underlying): Subject + has/have been + V-ing + object (since + time).
- Passive (perfect continuous): Object + has/have been being + V3 (+ by + agent).
- With reporting verb (believe) in raising pattern: NP (object) are/is believed to + (perfect continuous passive).
- Examples:
- Active: They believe the team has been building the prototype since 2020.
- Passive: The prototype is believed to have been being built by the team since 2020.
Why other options are incorrect:
- (a) are believed to being have coordinated — wrong word order and forms (“to being have coordinated” is ungrammatical).
- (b) are being coordinated... — drops "believed” and changes the tense/aspect; also mismatches “since the early stages” which prefers perfect aspect.
- (d) are believed to have been coordinated... - [oses the continuous aspect (been being), implying completion rather than ongoing coordination.
- Information booster (Perfect Continuous Passive):
- Present perfect continuous passive = has/have + been + being + V3. Though stylistically heavy, it is grammatically valid when you must preserve ongoing action from an earlier time up to (or
near) the present.

Option (b) correctly preserves
tense, aspect, and both objects: The staff (indirect object) become the subject, and detailed instructions remain after the verb. The time phrase at the time of the disruption is also retained.
Structure:
Active voice: Subject + was/were + V-ing + object(s)
Passive Voice: Object + was/were being + V? + (by + agent)
Example: She was writing a letter — A letter was being written by her.
Information booster: With double objects, you may also passivize the direct object: Detailed instructions were being given to the staff by the manager... (also correct, but not among the options).

- Passive voice (required): Object — Subject + be to + have been + V; + by + Agent + (Time)
- Departmental compliance + was to have been reviewed + by the internal task force + by the end of Quarter 3.
Why (b) is correct:
- Passive perfect infinitive after be to = to have been + Vs (to have been reviewed).
- Maintains the same time/expectation nuance: an action expected/ scheduled to be completed by a deadline.
Why the others are incorrect:
- (@) was to were been — ungrammatical auxiliary sequence.

Active: The committee was to have finalized the report by Friday.
Passive: The report was to have been finalized by Friday (by the committee).

- (d) has completed — Present perfect ties to the present moment; incompatible with a past reporting verb unless the fact is still true and presented as current (not indicated here).

- Information booster (Reported Speech - Backshift):

- With a past reporting verb, backshift is usual: present — past; present perfect — past perfect; past — past perfect (if earlier past).

- No backshift for universal truths or if the reporting verb is in the present (e.g., She says that...).
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
