Irrawaddy Dolphin ● Irrawaddy dolphins (Orcaella brevirostris) are found in coastal
areas in South and Southeast Asia, and in three rivers: the
Irrawaddy (Myanmar), the Mahakam (Indonesian Borneo) and
the Mekong (China).

● ‘Endangered’ as per the IUCN Red List.
● The total population of these aquatic mammals in the world is

estimated to be less than 7,500.
