● Source: Pahurni Glacier, Khangse Glacier and
ChhoLhamo Lake are also considered the sources
of the Teesta River.



● River basin Distribution: The major portion of the
river basin lies in India and only 17% of it is in
Bangladesh.

● The river joins the Brahmaputra in Bangladesh
before it flows into the Bay of Bengal after meeting
with the Ganges and the Meghna.
