Context: 
 

● World Human Rights Day is celebrated annually on 
December 10th  

● It commemorates the adoption of the Universal 
Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) by the United 
Nations General Assembly in 1948.  

● This day is significant as it Raises awareness about 
human rights issues and encourages action to protect 
them. 

● This landmark document outlines the fundamental 
rights and freedoms inherent to every human being, 
regardless of race, sex, nationality, religion, or any 
other status. 

● Even Though it is a Non-binding declaration, it serves 
as a foundational document for international human 
rights law. 

● Theme for 2023: "Dignity, freedom, and justice for 
all."  

● This theme emphasizes the universality of human 
rights and the need to continue working towards a 
world where everyone's rights are respected and 
protected. 

Indian cities likely to go 3 feet under 

 

Context: 
 

● Cyclone Michaung led to heavy rainfall in Chennai and 
has brought forward the vulnerability of Indian cities 
to climate-related disasters.  

● More than dozen Indian cities are likely to go 3 feet 
under due to the devastating effect of this cyclone 

● Chennai is experiencing over 40 cm of rainfall within 
a 48-hour period and the situation is a clear indication 
of the worsening climate crisis confronting urban India.
