Bird Count (GBBC) 2024, spotting over 350 bird
species within the state.

● GBBC is a four-day bird watching event that was
held from February 16 to 19

About:
● 355 bird species were observed from 37 districts

across the State.
● Salem topped the number of checklists, which

refer to entries of bird sightings, in the eBird
web portal.

● Coimbatore recorded the highest number of
species (268) followed by Salem (203),
Chengalpattu (172), and Erode (147).

National Centre for Ageing
commissioned

Context:

● The National Centre for Ageing (NCA) was
commissioned by PM Modi virtually.

About:
● It is the first such centre in the country and

would have 200 beds.
● Treatment in medical specialities such as

cardiology, nephrology, gastroenterology,
neurology and psychiatry besides rehabilitation
activities will be available for geriatric population.

● Surgical procedures will also be offered.

NGT seeks report on compliance of

● This action comes after the NGT took suo motu
cognisance of issues related to bulk waste
disposal based on a news article published
recently

The report from the TNPCB is expected to address:

1. Regulations for BWGs: Whether separate rules
exist for BWGs and if they are being followed.

2. Compliance: How the TNPCB ensures compliance
with waste disposal regulations by BWGs.
