● Community Health Centre (CHC) at Eturnagaram in Mulugu

district is the only CHC in the area on which the tribals like Gond,
Gutti Koya and Nayak Pods are heavily dependent.

● Even though the center is being managed efficiently with the
available infrastructure and manpower, it needs to be upgraded
to an area hospital to be able to serve the large number of tribals
who seek medical assistance.

families in a community. CHCs are typically located in
underserved areas and offer services on a sliding scale based on
income
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
