● A monolithic Buddha statue, which is 16 meters tall and
weighs 350 tonnes (approx.) was installed in the middle of the
Hussain Sagar Lake in 1992. It is entirely made of white
granite.

● The lake is situated in the heart of Hyderabad city and is
surrounded by many important landmarks including the
Golconda Fort, the Birla Mandir, and the Necklace Road.
