● The Rajiv Gandhi International Airport, Shamshabad,
managed and operated by GMR Hyderabad International
Airport Limited (GHIAL), has showcased an impressive
financial resurgence, steering away from consecutive losses to
a noteworthy profit in the fiscal year 2022-23.

● The airport managed to reverse the trend of reporting losses
and achieved a notable profit of Rs 32.99 crores.

TS sees robust rise in tax revenue Context:

● In an encouraging fiscal performance, Telangana recorded tax
revenue of Rs 1.33 lakh crore within the first seven months
of financial year 2023-24.
