● The temple, an example of Vijayanagara
architectural style, is dated to the 16th century.

● The temple was built during the reign of Chola and
Vijayanagara kings around the 16th century.

● Legends say two reformed robbers carved the
deities from a single stone, leading to the
temple's name "Ekasila Nagaram" (town of
single stone).

● The March equinox is known as the vernal
equinox (spring equinox) in the Northern
Hemisphere and as the autumnal equinox
(autumn equinox) or fall equinox in the
Southern Hemisphere.
