The candidates should not leave the Examination
Hall/Room without handing over their Answer
Sheet to the Invigilator on duty and sign the
Attendance Sheet twice. Cases where a candidate
has not signed the Attendance Sheet second time
will be deemed not to have handed over the
Answer Sheet and dealt with as an unfair means
case. The candidates are also required to put
their left hand THUMB impression in the space
provided in the Attendance Sheet.
