Handle the Test Booklet and Answer Sheet with
care, as under no circumstances (except for
discrepancy in Test Booklet Code or Number and
Answer Sheet Code or Number), another set will be
provided.

The candidates will write the correct Test Booklet
Code and Number as given in the Test
Booklet/Answer Sheet in the Attendance Sheet.

A machine will read the coded information in the
OMR Answer Sheet. Hence, no information should
be left incomplete and it should not be different
from the information given in the Admit Card.

Candidates are not allowed to carry any textual
material, printed or written, bits of papers, pager,
mobile phone, electronic device or any other
material except the Admit Card inside the
Examination Hall/Room.

Mobile phones, wireless communication devices
(even in switched off mode) and the other banned
items should not be brought in the Examination
Halls/Rooms. Failing = to  comply with this
instruction, it will be considered as using unfair
means in the examination and action will be taken
against them including cancellation of examination.

Each candidate must show on demand his/her
Admit Card to the Invigilator.

No candidate, without special permission of the
Centre Superintendent or Invigilator, should leave
his/her seat.
